Please find below the outline for both athletics' carnival days, events, and approximate
times.

Dear Parents,

As this year has been affected by Covid restrictions, we have been required to section off a
parent & guardian area for you to watch and support your child during the two days from the
bank of the school oval. Unfortunately, this year students will not be allowed to run up and visit
you after races or at any time during the carnival. Parents are also not permitted to go to the
faction tents. If parents need to contact their child, they should phone Administration. If
parents and younger siblings require the toilet, they are asked to head to the hall toilets, which
can be accessed around the back of the Basketball Courts, where the gates will be open. We ask
that you support our restrictions and abide by social distancing rules set by the government. We
are very fortunate to be able to hold the carnival this year and whilst these changes are in place
this year, we thank you in advance for assisting us with this modification. The areas for parents
to view and watch the carnival will also apply to the junior carnival, and we ask everyone to
stay behind the taped areas that will be in place. Teachers are happy to advise parents where
these areas are if there is any confusion. # Parents please also note that placements in events is
not a guarantee for inter-school selection (the same rules that we have had in the past), however
it assists in the selection process of students that will be chosen. Students selected will be notified
next week, with a permission note that will be sent home early in the week. Inter-school will be
held in week 3 of Term 4.
