CLASSES - REQUESTS

A few parents have written to me with regards to classes in 2024. We are blessed at St
Andrew’s to have teachers of the highest calibre. | feel that your children will be well
catered for. Most classes work collaboratively together in any event.

Parents should not assume that the current teachers will
remain in their current grades for next year. No final
decision as to which teacher is teaching which grade has
been made, but a significant number of staff will change
grade next year.
